Our Reading dcheme

Our reading scheme is a mixture of books that compliments 'Little Wandle' programme
with an emphasis on Big Cat readers. The scheme supports the sounds taught in phonics
lessons and reading books are matched to your child's (ren's) ability. To ensure children
are exposed to a range of stories and texts we also use Oxford Reading Tree.

The books are colour coded to ensure progression and continuity through the scheme
and the children work their way through the bands.

Once children have completed the scheme they will choose books to read from the class
library. Typically, this is when a child is in Year 3. At this point they have mastered the
phonics programme and can read fluently without segmenting and blending and show a
good understanding of reading.
